When accessing difficult areas, ensure that the form of access is adequate, ensure scaffold is erected to the requirements of the person performing the task, and if not then ask the scaffolder to adjust where required.

	Ensure when cleaning off steelwork, that you first check for electrical cables that may run along the steelwork and avoid contact when using steel extension poles and Vacuum attachments. Ensure when using any electrical appliance, that there are no wet surfaces or ways of trapping and damaging the cables. Always switch off and disconnect the appliance before changing any fuses or emptying dust bags.

	Portable Equipment Hazards

Slips Trips and Falls


	Prior to using any electrical appliance, safety checks must be carried out. Check the appliance for a valid PAT test label. Visually inspect the cable for any defects such as splits, loose plugs or insulation tape on the cable. If defects are found, do not use the appliance and report it to your Supervisor.  Visually inspect all equipment before use as this may prevent any injuries or damage whilst performing the task.  

When working at height, ensure that any equipment is lashed and unable to fall from the working platform.  Erect warning signs above and below the area in which you are working, to inform others of what you are doing.

Check the immediate area for any loose items or obstructions that may cause trip hazards, and remove them where possible.  Ensure all water / oil spills are cleaned up.

When using vacuum cleaners and extension cables, always ensure that the cables and extensions are removed from walkways by placing them up against skirting boards or when on stairs up against the wall. If possible, place above head height. This will help prevent any tripping hazard. Erect warning signs at all access points to the area. This will inform others of possible hazards.

Falling Objects
	Ensure all members of the cleaning team have been trained in the use of harnesses. Check whether any members of the cleaning team suffer from fear of heights/Vertigo.

Ensure that the access to the area to be cleaned is safe and easily accessible. If not the case, then the task must not go ahead until made safe. When working more than 2 metres above the ground, Harnesses and lanyards must be worn and attached to suitable fixings such as steelwork and pipe supports. Ideally official-fixing points should be used but are not always available.

There is a risk of dropping tools whilst performing the task, so all items must be stored in containers and liquids such as cleaning chemicals must be stored in decanters.  All large tools must be lashed to a fixed structure i.e. scaffold. This will prevent any falling objects causing injury or damage to personnel and plant below.  Erect warning signs above and below the area of work and if possible barrier off the area completely and restrict access. Wear chinstraps with helmets.

Extremes of temperature
	Temperatures should be monitored prior to and during certain activities.  If the steelwork being cleaned is in the roof space of an area or, an area that is known to be hot, then it is advisable to take regular short breaks to cool down and take on liquid. A work rota should be organised where necessary. For example, 2 teams could be used so that whilst 1 team is resting the other team is working, e.g. 20 minutes work and 20 minutes rest.

(When working at height, ensure all PPE is being worn and that Lanyards are tied off to suitable fixing points; ensure all equipment is tied off).  On completion of task, remove all equipment and warning signs and report to your supervisor.
