	· Staff to be trained in the correct use of equipment and correct cleaning method.

· Operative must take extreme caution ,working on stairs,  follow safe systems of work at all times 

· Use only the designated cleaning product for the task being carried out and only from clearly labelled containers. Always use chemicals in the correct dilution and in accordance with manufacturers’ user instructions. Never mix cleaning products together. Never leave cleaning products unattended and store safely after use.

· Suitable Personal Protective Equipment must be worn in accordance with COSHH Product Assessments. Use PPE at all times. 

· Use manual handling aids if transporting over distances e.g. bucket, wringer on castors, use of trolley. Bucket no more than half-full of water and cleaning additive.

· Floor cleaning to be carried out at a quite time.
· Ensure the area is appropriately closed off and warning signs are in place or  stairs are cleaned using half the stairs at a time allowing access whilst cleaning   
· Work with bucket and equipment behind the line of work.

· Stairs should be cleaned as a method, top stair to bottom, so to avoid walking on mopped flooring area and walking backwards.

· Use a dry mop as applicable to assist in more rapid drying of surface.
· After cleaning with a suitable cleaning chemical product, rinse and then dry the surface with paper towel or a dry mop. Use wet floor warning signs until the floor surface is completely dry

· Do not leave equipment lying around when not in use.

· Ensure equipment is cleaned appropriately after use and before putting it away.

· Return equipment to designated storage location after use. 

· Erect suitably located warning signs/barriers as appropriate to warn or prevent unauthorised access when cleaning in progress. Additional cleaning signs will be required for staircases. Ensure the floor is completely dry before removing signage. Implement  Manual Handling Checklist and in COSHH assessments
