· Trolleys to be maintained by competent persons and in accordance with manufacturer's guidance where available
· Wheels and castors maintained in a clean condition to ensure their free running
· Wheels to be checked to ensure they are free running before use
· Floors and walkways to be maintained to keep them clear of obstructions
· Jackstack must not be loaded in a safe manner to ensure the plates are secure on the racks before moving
· Two people to move the Jackstack with heavy loads, over uneven surfaces, over slopes and kerbs, through heavy or narrow doorways and passageways or through crowded areas.

· Spillages to be cleaned up as they occur and wet floor warning signs used when appropriate
· Implementation of “COSHH” procedures when using cleaning chemicals. Ensure correct PPE is used, gloves & goggles. 

· Ensure jackstack is included on the catering cleaning schedule and cleaning records

· Jackstack must not be carried up or down steps or stairs.
