	PROCEDURE: 

1.     Before work commences a permit to work is needed.  Also a S.P.R. (Selected Persons Report) is needed from the     

        Chemist.  The Chemist should also check the air for any gasses that may have accumulated in the mud.

2. Take all equipment to point of work.

3. Conduct a point of work risk assessment.

4. Erect barriers and warning signs.

5. Lift gratings using correct lifting procedures.

6. Place ladder into trench and fix to a secure object.

7. Take brushes, shovels and buckets into trench and proceed to fill buckets.

8. Lift buckets out of the trench by tying a rope around the handle and lifting it out.

9. Empty bucket into black bag then lower bucket back into trench for refill.

10. Double bag all waste and tape the top of the bag.

11. Dispose of waste through the proper channels. (Chemist will advise on this).

12. Inform your Supervisor on completion of the job.

13. Make sure that the area is left in a clean and tidy state.

14. Return all equipment to the cleaning store.

15. Any problems should be addressed to your Supervisor.  IF IN DOUBT – ASK!
