Contamination Areas
	It is recommended that two persons should be involved when transporting the collected waste and clothing.

All Contaminated Waste and dirty C-2 clothing must be removed from within the dirty or contaminated side of a C-2 area. Exercise due care and diligence.

The potential for the spread of contamination is a serious concern on site. Any individual who routinely transports material out of Contamination Control Areas must be diligent about monitoring those items for contamination. Bags of waste and clothing must be closed securely, swabbed and checked for loose contamination while still in the Contamination (C-2) Area.

Items must be free of loose contamination before they are passed out of the C-2 area. All waste must be labelled properly.

	PROCEDURE:

1. Assemble all of the required equipment in the trolley routinely used for the collection of waste and or dirty clothing.

2. Follow the prescribed route for checking/collecting each C2 area/sub-change room within the RCA.

3. Do not work alone unless you prearrange for a second person to assist you when moving heavy/bulky bags of waste or clothing across barriers and through heavy doors.

4. Reduce the sizes of bulky bags by splitting the waste/clothing into smaller more manageable bags. (Always be careful to control the possible spread of contamination if reducing the amount of waste/clothing is required.)

5. Protect yourself and others from unnecessary exposure to radiation by applying the procedures you have learned in the Radworker Course, i.e., “Time, Distance and Shielding”. 

6. Be careful when closing up and taping closed bags of waste as they may contain dust, fumes or vapours. Tape bags closed and then fold the neck of the bag back on itself and tape it securely closed. All waste must be properly labelled.

7. Be sure to wear the required and appropriate PPE at all times and have heavy gloves at hand in case they are needed. 

8. When transporting waste and clothing between the Auxiliary and Radwaste Buildings use the Hoist.
