	PROCEDURE: 

1. Liaise with your supervisor prior to starting work. Collect equipment from store and set up at area of work.

2. Conduct a point of work Risk Assessment.

3. Make a visual check of all equipment for defects or damage. 

4. Erect warning signs stating the task and hazards and barrier off the area to be cleaned.

5. Ensure all PPE is worn before starting

6. Remove the Kennedy grating one at a time.

7. Using pump, place in sump and insert the hose into the barrel.

8. Once oily waste has been removed, scrape out excess sludge & debris. Place into bin liners and place into oily waste drums.

9. Remove drums to oily waste compound, using drum lifts and forklift.

10. Before power washing, ensure all electrical switches and terminals are masked off.

11. Erect warning signs around area and over cables and hoses.

12. Clean using power washer.

13. When finished replace grating, remove masking and return all equipment to store.

14. Once the area is finished remove all barriers and signs. Make sure that you leave the area in a clean and tidy state.

Any problems that arise must be addressed to your supervisor. On completion of the task inform your supervisor. If you are ever in any doubt, ASK
